Required International Baccalaureate Diploma Summer Assignment:
· Authors are aware of the power of their works to shock the reader. Explore some of the methods employed to do this in the work you have studied.
· In what ways and to what effect does the work you studied make use of one or more aspects of the natural world as a significant motif?

· Texts frequently present two (or more) realities, which are often very different. Referring to the work you have studied, show to what extent and in what ways the writer has made use of the interest and tension this creates.

· “A writer is always being asked, ‘For whom do you write?’.” Discuss the author’s sense of his or her audience in the work you have studied. 
READ a novel that is international in nature (either from another country or about another country).
SELECT one writing prompt from above and use your chosen work to address the prompt. 
WRITE a well-developed, thoughtful essay in which you completely answer the writing prompt. Your written response should be a minimum of two (2) double-spaced typed pages.
