OMHS Mission:  the mission of Old Mill High School, a community rich in diversity with a multitude of programs, is to promote academic excellence and global perspective through collaboration and self-assessment in an effort to prepare productive citizens in an ever-changing world.
Course Content:  IB 2 is the second part of a two year program, in which students may take either Higher or Standard Level.  During 12th grade, students focus on their own personal journey as it relates to global culture.  Research and studio work will be guided towards the individual student’s interests and concerns.  These will be researched in a journal from an experimental, conceptual, historical and media context and then be reflected in the studio work.  Identifying personal interests, initiating a journey, and the journey, itself, are what make this year an amazing one.  Although the journey is the major factor, students will need to have 12 major pieces completed by March, along with the journal for this year.

The key to a successful experience is PASSION!  Students are encouraged to explore museums, galleries, art history books and web sites to both find and enhance their learning of their themes.  What EXCITES you?  Who are you?  What is your life about?  What are you trying to communicate to us, the viewer?

Learner Profiles: students will create both studio pieces and research work in their journals which incorporate the 10 Learner Profiles.  Students will continuously inquire the how, what and why within art-making, they will gain further knowledge of both themselves and the world of art in a global perspective, they will think out side of the box, communicate their journal theme through art, act in a principled manner with open-minded attitudes.  Students will care about their classroom and the world around them through projects which explore solutions for class and global concerns.  They will take risks in pushing materials and processes of art.  They will learn to balance of the requirements of this class with their other subjects, and they will learn the value of reflection through both their research in their journal, and their studio work.
