Grades:  One week after the interim report each quarter, I will be issuing gradesheets.  These gradesheets will have your son or daughter’s assignments and current quarter grade on them.  They need to be signed by a parent/guardian and returned to me for a homework grade.  Please be looking for them!

Absences/Make-up Work:  The student is responsible for asking the teacher for make-up work and making arrangements with the teacher to complete all work missed due to absences.  You will have ONE DAY for every day you were absent to make up missed work.  If a due date has been assigned ahead of time and the student is absent on the due date, the student is expected to turn in the assignment the next day.  Late work is not accepted!  If you are absent and turning in work past the original due date, you MUST state on the assignment that you were absent or else it will be marked late.
Homework:  All homework must be turned in by every student in the class.  If everyone turns in their homework assignment Monday through Thursday, there will be no homework on Friday.  Once the entire class turns in homework 10 consecutive days, something special will happen the next day and each day that the entire class continues to turn in their homework.  Late work will not be accepted.
Participation:  Is kept track and graded in all my classes as an end of the quarter test grade worth 100 points maximum.  In order for your son or daughter to receive all the points, he or she must voluntarily and positively participate in my class discussions 20 times.  I ask plenty of questions, so they should be able to get hundreds of chances to answer over the quarter.  A student may participate as many times as he or she wants per class, but they may only be able to get participation credit for 3 responses per class.  If they reach 25 times or more, they will receive a reward.
